Navigation Bylaw/ Boat Naming 
 The Navigation Bylaw has changed slightly this year. Part of this includes each boat must be 
 registered and have a name displayed on it, as well as all passengers to wear a lifejacket in 
 the boat. The bylaw covers all navigable waterways in the Waikato region and is aimed at 
 ensuring the safety of users on these waterways. It sets out safe practices for people using the 
 lakes, rivers and harbours for water skiing, swimming, boating, kayaking or other water 
 activities safely, by seeking to reduce the conflicts between different activities.  It is essential to 
 read obey this bylaw to avoid fines and prosecution. For more information on this go to:
